Regional Junior Representative Job Description
· Represents the region on the Junior Rowing Commission (JRC) which reports to the National Coaching Committee.
· Maintains an up-to-date contact list of all the Junior coordinators and Masters in charge of rowing for the region
· Feeds back information from the JRC to the region.
· The representative will need to attend:

· 3 JRC meetings, which are usually held on a Saturday in January, April or May, and September

· 12 Regional Rowing Council Meetings, (on a Monday evening for the TRRC)

· The person will need to produce reports (when there is something to report, otherwise a nil return is recorded) for each of the regional council meetings

· The junior rep organizes an under 16 training weekend in October / November, to allow youngsters to earn invites to the National J16 Sculling Camp
· Responsible for appointing team managers for the Junior Inter-Regional Regatta team, and provides help/support to organise trials (where required) for team selection
